Despite the benefits'to participate, 1in 3 girls are dropping out of
sport by adolescence. Factors include access to programming,
transportation, cost, climate & environment and a lack of role-
modelling.

Communities with adispersed population; in remote settings and in
Indigenous.communities are even more prevalent to experiencing
these barriers.
